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When the Prep school returns on 12 July it will be to a whole range of new facilities that will finally come
together during the next month. These include

This will be the first time that the entire Prep School will be all together in one place, including all the
specialist venues.

At the same time the College will be taking over the facilities vacated by the Prep, and will have exclusive
use of the existing Media Centre which will be revamped during the remainder of 2010 to their specific
needs.

It is difficult to believe that these buildings will all be completed within 4 weeks but that is the plan. Our
grateful thanks to Grant Caw and the Estate team who will be working flat out during this ‘holiday’ period
to ensure this happens!

We will provide photos of these changes at the start of the new term - watch this space!!

With effect from 1 July 2010 we will be employing a new security company which will have a few weeks to
find their way around before school opens on 12 July.

In the interests of the safety of all our children, staff and parents on the College premises we will be
enforcing more strictly our access and egress controls from the start of school. Members of Senior
Leadership will be in attendance on the first few mornings to assist in ensuring that things work as
efficiently as possible.
